Project Overview:

As part of Old Mission’s 75th Anniversary
Celebration held in September of 2017, the

Board of Trustees solicited window proposals to
replace the sanctuary and steeple windows one
year earlier. The intent was to match the existing
single pane wood windows, with operable, energy
efficient, low maintenance units. Chicago Lumber
Commercial Services proposed Marvin clad-
wood windows with a factory applied exterior clad
casing to match the original historic windows.
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Special Considerations:

The 6’ wide x 17’ tall round top windows present-
ed several challenges, from design to installation.
